Banknotes and Coins of Ukraine, 2011

Ukraine’'s money issued in 2011 has commemo-
rated numerous remarkable events constituting the
contemporary history of our country.

Among these events, there is UEFA Euro 2012
Final. The National Bank of Ukraine has marked this
continental sport event with issuing series of gold, sil-
ver, and German-silver commemorative coins. Some
coins have been issued coinciding with the remark-
able historical events, such as the 15" anniversary of
adoption of the Constitution of Ukraine by Verkhovna
Rada and the 20" anniversary of Ukraine’s indepen-
dence. To celebrate the 20™" anniversary of the estab-
lishment of the National Bank of Ukraine the com-
memorative 50-hryvnia banknote has been issued in
addition to the jubilee coin and medals. This bank-
note has gained great popularity among the collec-
tors.

Among new souvenir products manufactured by
the NBU Mint upon initiative of the National Bank of
Ukraine there is a souvenir set of gilded silver ban-
knotes of all denominations.

All banknotes and coins issued into circulation in
2011 have shown notable creative and engineering
capabilities of the national banknote and coin pro-
duction. This issue of Banknotes and Coins of Ukrai-
ne journal contains the comprehensive information
thereon.

Like in the previous years, the journal incorporates
a CD with an electronic version thereof, as well as an
illustrated catalogue of commemorative and jubilee
coins of Ukraine issued for the whole period of
Ukraine’s independence. The catalogue is designed
as a website and has user-friendly navigation with
options to search coins by chronology, series, and
by coin names. The catalogue contains photos of
obverse and reverse of every coin.

Hryvnia Banknotes Issued in 2011

In 2011, like in the previous three years, no bank-
notes of new design were issued into circulation.
However, year 2011 was just that year when the col-
lectors were given an opportunity to buy Ukrainian
commemorative banknotes issued to mark the 20"
anniversary of the establishment of the National Bank
of Ukraine.

Another notable event was supplying the cash
stock with hryvnia banknotes issued by virtue of
Resolution of the NBU Board of March 4, 2011, no.
55 with the purpose of ensuring cash circulation in
accordance with the Clauses 34 and 35 of the Law of
Ukraine On the National Bank of Ukraine, in connec-
tion with the appointment of Sergiy Arbuzov as the
NBU Governor. Design of these banknotes is the
same as in 2003 and in the next years, except for the
NBU Governor’s signature and the year mark, 2011.

Fifty-hryvnia banknotes signed by Sergiy Arbuzov,
as the NBU Governor, were issued into circulation on
June 1; ten-hryvnia banknotes, on July 1; one-hryvnia
banknotes, on September 1; five- and two-hundred-
hryvnia notes, on November 1; two- and five-hund-
red-hryvnia notes, on December 1, 2011.

50-HRYVNIA COMMEMORATIVE BANKNOTE

The fifty-hryvnia banknote of the 2004 year design
has been issued to mark the 20" anniversary of the
National Bank of Ukraine and was put into circulation
on October 5, 2011, by virtue of Resolution of the
NBU Board of September 21, 2011, no. 342, On Is-
sue of Commemorative Banknotes on Occasion of
the 20" Anniversary of the Establishment of the Natio-
nal Bank of Ukraine.

The obverse design is the same as in 2004 and in
the following years, except for Sergiy Arbuzov signa-
ture, as the NBU Governor, the yearmark, 2011, and
the legend printed with special variable color ink,
HBY / 20 / POKIB (20 years of the NBU). When
observed from different angles, the color will change
from gold to green.

The banknotes are numbered with HB series, from
0000001 to 0001000.

Investments Coins Issued into Circula-
tion by the National Bank of Ukraine
in 2011

In 2011, the National Bank of Ukraine launched
the program for issuing investment coins which
became a remarkable event in the numismatic his-
tory of Ukraine.

Investment coins are coins made of precious
metals (gold, silver, and platinum) of the highest fine-
ness which are legal tender within the territory of
issuing country. The mintage of investment coins is
unlimited.

Their face value is much lower than the value of
precious metals contained therein. This en-tails their
use for investments in precious metals as a means of
savings and hoarding rather than as legal tender.

The investments coins are intended for improve-
ment of the investment climate in Ukraine and for pro-
motion of the further development of the national
market of precious metals.

The NBU started the investment coins program
with issuing in circulation gold and silver investment
coins Michael the Archangel bearing face values of
20 hryvnias, 5 hryvnias, and 1 hryvnia.

Since 2006, the NBU has been holding the nation-
wide contest for the best coin of the year. The com-
petition is carried out in two stages. At the first stage,
the public opinion is asked on design and quality of
commemorative coins issued into circulation by the
National Bank of Ukraine in a year preceding the ye-
ar of competition. At the second stage, three best
coins, in the public’s opinion, are evaluated by the
competent jury of specialists from the National Bank
of Ukraine, the NBU Mint, members of the Commis-
sion for Design of Ukrainian Commemorative Coins
(consisting of reputable designers, engravers, histo-
rians, and other related experts), and authorized rep-
resentatives of the Numismatic Association of Ukrai-
ne by secret voting.

Starting with 2009, the jury has been awarding first
prize in three nominations: for the Best Coin of the
Year, for the Unique Design Idea and for the Best
Creative Idea.

In 2011, the nationwide Best Coin of the Year con-
test was held among designers of coins minted in
2010. At the first stage, about three thousand people
expressed their opinion on the coins by filling forms
and sending them to special mailboxes at the NBU
Regional Offices (92%) and the Association of Nu-
mismatists of Ukraine (7%) or by electronic mail (1%).
