The United States is one of the most religious countries in the world, church attendance and participation in religious
organizations in the country is high. The events of the end of 2019, namely the spread of the COVID-19, had a negative
impact on state-church relations in the country. The basic law that governs the United States on state-church relations is
the First Amendment to the Constitution, which emphasizes that no one and under no circumstances can stand in the way
of a church, peaceful assembly, or religion. And the Fourteenth Amendment made the First Amendment the law throughout
the country. And when COVID-19 in a geometric progression, through the processes of globalization and integration began
to spread around the world, the United States was no exception. The only thing the world community has agreed on is
that the best way to prevent the spread of the disease, is to restrict gathering of large numbers of people, indoors or even
outdoors. And when Asia, Italy and the United States, and especially such states as one of the largest New York has become
a center of mass infection of COVID-19, restrictions have become even stricter. Certain churches, religious organizations,
spiritual leaders, and even large numbers of parishioners saw these restrictions as an encroachment on the core value
of American society, which the founding fathers, T. Jefferson and J. Madison, enclosed with a “wall of separation” between
state and church, religious freedom, for which on the American continent fled from Europe.

In view of this, in the United States dozens or even hundreds of lawsuits concerned the issue of state-church relations.
Many churches did not like the restrictions that were imposed on the church and religious organizations.

The features of state-church relations during the pandemic COVID-19. Socio-political situation that arose in the country
during this period are analyzed in the article. The cases of the US Supreme Court regarding restrictions on meetings
concerning churches and religious organizations in the United States are described in the article. The dispute over religious
restrictions in the Supreme Court, which arose in New York, California and Nevada. Peculiarities of decision — making in
cases concerning state-church relations.
