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THE REFUGEES OF THE POLISH TERRITORY UNDER NAZI
OCCUPATION IN THE SOVIET UKRAINE, 1939-1941: A REVIEW
OF SOURCE BASE AND LITERATURE

One of the important episodes of WWII is substantial in scales movement of
refugees and migrants from territory of Nazi Germany and countries and territories,
occupied by Germany and its allies. It is known that bigger part of refugees and
migrants was constituted by Jews, as practically straight after Nazi took over the
power they introduced aggressive discriminatory policy towards Jewish population
and in every possible way stimulated Jewish emigration. The article deals with
sources and documents regarding refugees to USSR in 1939 from territory of Western
and Central Poland, occupied by the Nazies. It has to be noted that first of all
administrative orders and reports of NKVD are of big importance, as well as
investigative files, open for public in archives.

The author underlines that along with information about destinies of refugees in
the Soviet Union the investigative files can contain various documents of private
character or origin — letters from the territories, occupied by Wehrmacht, photos,
identification documents etc. Analysis of cases of this kind is quite instrumental in
reconstruction of main phases of refugees’ destinies: beginning of Nazi occupation —



chaotic movement to the East — crossing of border with risk for life — registration in
border towns and obtaining of Soviet passports — attempts of Soviet administration to
divert excessive newly-arrived civil population to work in other regions of the Soviet
Union — unauthorized return of many people to Western Ukraine, as, having
acquainted closer with Soviet way of life. They dreamed about return to their native
places — thorough attention of NKVD authorities towards new «fellow citizens» as
potentially dangerous alien element, which quite often resulted in prosecutions, terms
in «re-education labour camps» on the basis of criminal accusations, or forced depor-
tation in remote areas of the Soviet Union.
