LEGAL PROCEEDINGS IN RELATION TO NATIONAL MINORITIES OF STANYSLAVIV
REGION IN THE TWENTY YEARS OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

The given article considers the features of the legal proceedings in relation to national
minorities in Stanyslaviv province in the government politics of the Second Polish Republic in the
1920s. The main attention is paid to the action of Stanyslaviv District Court and Kolomyia District
Court and their place in judiciary system of interwar Poland. Some aspects of judicial and police
repression on the lands of Stanyslaviv province are indicated. The information from the
documents of the State Archives of lvano-Frankivsk Oblast representing the activities of the
courts in Eastern Galicia in the composition of the Second Polish Republic is used. It is
emphasized, that in the modern conditions of the social integration it is advisable to analyze,
research and use the experience of Poland for the development of a highly democratic state
taking into consideration historical, ethnic, cultural and others features of the Ukrainian nation.

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LEGAL PROCEEDINGS IN RELATION TO NATIONAL MINORITIES OF STANYSLAVIV
REGION IN THE TWENTY YEARS OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

Resolution of 25 June of 1919 the Entente countries allowed Poland to temporarily occupy
Eastern Galicia with the subsequent granting of autonomy and ensuring the national rights of the
population. This interpretation led to a massive political, ethnic, cultural and national terror aimed
at the integration of land Galician Ukrainians into the Polish state.

March 15, 1923. by decision of the Council of ambassadors of the Entente against the
Eastern borders of Poland, the lands of Eastern Galicia became part of Second Polish Republic.
Despite international legal obligations to ensure the free development of national minorities, in
particular contrary to the constitutional precepts of the ruling circles of the Second Polish
Republic implemented a model of the creation of mono-ethnic Polish state. Proceedings
vykarystouvac as a tool of the repressive domestic policies of the Second Polish Republic in
relation to national minorities.

Analysis of recent researches and publications that discuss the chosen issue allows one
to identify scientific papers of such researchers as A. Subtelny, M. Kohutek V. Komar.Tisic etc.
weight in the consideration of the proceedings of the Second Polish Republic represented by the
documents of the State archive of lvano-Frankivsk region and other archival institutions of
Ukraine. Directions of the state policy towards national minorities of the Polish intervention in
Eastern Galicia lit in the regulations of the Second Polish Republic, foreign studies, and the
journal of the interwar period — "Business" and other publications. However, proceedings in the
territory Stanislavskogo province as part of the Second Polish Republic is not investigated.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the regulatory support of the judicial system of the
Second Polish Republic and to determine the peculiarities of proceedings in respect of national
minorities Stanislavskogo province in the 1920s.

The arrangement of the postwar world must be based on proclaimed by US President
Woodrow Wilson in January 1918. "14 points”, which recognized the right of peoples to self-
determination. However, the imperfection of the Versailles-Washington system, which openly
disregarded the rights of the Ukrainians, Croats, Slovaks, Slovenes, Albanians, led to the
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aggravation of Livorno in the era of inter-ethnic relations in Europe in connection with the
occurrence of States with large national minorities [12, p. 3].

The issue of national minorities during the whole period of the existence of the Second
Polish Republic was never solved. Ukrainians made up the largest share of national minorities in
interwar Europe and was the biggest threat to the expansion of the influence of the Second
Polish Republic in Eastern Galicia. After the Polish occupation of Eastern Galicia widely used
mass enslavement of all that is related to Ukrainian. Until the beginning of world war 1l the Polish
population and the authorities of the Second Polish Republic professed the belief that the word
"Ukrainian" "illegitimate," the former occupier — Austria: "Ukrainianism is only artificially created
by Austria direction that its cutting edge directed against Poland" [16].

According to Polish data, there were 69.2% of the poles, 14,3 — Ukrainians, 7,8 — Jews,
3,9 — Belarusians, 3.9 to Germans, 0.9% of other nationalities, ethnic minorities accounted for
30.8 per cent of the total population [11, p. 191]. According to the first census from 30 September
1921, Stanislavskogo province lived 941 355 (69,8%) Ruthenians (Ukrainians), 299 088 (22,1%)
poles, 91 880 (12,3%) of the Jews, 15 595 (1.1%) and the Germans (and Austrians 10) [18, p. 8-
9].

Public policy of the Second Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth played a significant role in
the judicial system. As the proceedings were used as a legitimate means of restoring and
approval of an independent Polish state as a mechanism of policy of the Polish occupation
regime in multiethnic Galicia.

The judicial system and legal proceedings in the West lands was defined by the Austrian
laws. According to the Austrian regulation on the court, 1849, the judiciary was declared
independent and separate from other branches of government, the territory was divided into
judicial districts. In Galicia it was founded 218 judicial districts (in the early twentieth century. their
number reduced to 190). Organized County of the sole and collegial courts (consisting of 3
judges), the regional courts and the higher regional court in Lviv, which served as Bukovina. The
highest court for the whole state became the Supreme judicial Tribunal of cassation in Vienna.
But according to the Constitution of 1867 in Austria, was introduced three-level system of
common courts: individual County courts, peer district (district courts), collegiate of the higher
regional courts. Galicia was created two higher regional courts in Lviv and Krakow. To review
some criminal cases about crimes for which the prescribed punishment is not less than 5 years in
prison, with the district courts have created jury trials [14, p. 255].

In accordance with the decree of the Head of State regarding changes in the justice sector
in the former lands of the Austrian occupation dated 8 February 1919. the sentences were
proclaimed "in the name of the Polish Republic®, and the status of the Supreme court and
appellate Tribunal in Vienna was accepted by the Supreme Court in Warsaw. Former Austrian
regional courts renamed in County [15]. Although the functions and principles of their
organization have remained unchanged. The law on judicial organization from 1928 was a unified
system of common courts, which included city, County, courts of appeal and the Supreme court
as the highest court. Galway city courts to hear cases of property and non-property character, as
well as minor criminal cases. The district court was the first instance in the consideration of
complex civil and criminal cases and appeals — city of ships [17].

Features of the device of the judicial authorities of the Second Polish Republic lies in the
fact that the territory of the Polish state extended several systems of law. This is because the
Polish lands were formerly part of three empires. Different areas applied the norms of Austrian,
German, Prussian, Russian, Hungarian, and French law. In Eastern Galicia, formerly in the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, the situation on ensuring activities of judicial authorities were favorable
to the young state, as the poles inherited the rich experience of the structure of the judicial bodies
of the Austrian system.

On-site Stanislavski, there were three district courts: Stanislaviv, Kolomyia, Stryi. To
Stanislavskogo judicial district included in Stanislaviv, Kola, nadvirnyanska bystrytsya and
Tlumach districts; to Kolomyia judicial district — Kolomyia, Kolomyia, and Sniatyn Kosiv district;
judicial district of Stryj — Dolinsky, Zhydachiv, Skole and Stryi counties, and Rogatyn district
belonged to the Berezhany district court district. District courts subordinate to the High regional
court in Lviv (from 1919 — the court of Appeal in Lviv) [13, p. 67-68, 70-71]. In turn, the district
courts were appellate courts for the County (1928 — city) courts. The district courts consisted of
presidenting, criminal, detective and civil divisions. Ceased operations in September 1939. [5, p.
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83]. In the district courts to examine cases of disobedience or overthrow of the Polish
government.

30 Jan 1920. was abolished the regional Galician Sejm and provincial part, and their
property passed into the hands of the Polish authorities. House of the diet became the property of
the Lviv University, renamed the Jan Kazimierz University. In March 1920, it is forbidden to use
the terms "Galicia", "Ukrainian”, "Ukrainian". Introduced artificial name of "Eastern Poland" [7].
Antoni "Rusyn", "Ruthenian”, which have become anachronistic, was used by the regime to
demonstrate the alleged existence of a separate Ukrainian people the Dnieper [6].

December 3, 1920, the Polish government adopted a law, according to which in the
former lands of the Kingdom of Galicia and Volodimir and the Grand Duchy of Cracow was
formed Voivodeship: Krakow, Lviv, and Ternopil Stanislavski (V. 1) [19]. Thus, the Second
Rzeczpospolita eliminated the territorial distinction between Shany Galicia and Poland without the
authorization of such action by the Entente, which exercised a protectorate over the lands of the
Galician Ukrainians.

In the 1920s the investigative Department of Stanislavskogo the district court considered
the case on charges Danva Vasily Petrovich for the conduct of the Ukrainian nationalist
propaganda. Isidore's, too, for the Ukrainian nationalist propaganda, Salevich Gregory
Benediktovich and Dacia Alexander Vasilyevich belonging to the Ukrainian Military Organization.

In particular the Danes Vasily Petrovich in their explanations indicated that Voight in their
village was not chosen by the community, provided eldership [3, ark. 12 star]. In addition, in the
case encountered information about appeals to the bokot elections to the Polish Sejm and
Senate: "We live in a region that is outside of Poland and do not have as foreign citizens to vote.
Anyone who takes the responsibility concerning the election will be responsible before the
Ukrainian people" [3, ark. 20].

Ukrainians are massively subjected to judicial and police repression of their desire for
sovereignty. The magazine "Business" on their pages in 1922, he filed the information about how
the Polish politsiant assaulted a student at the railway station Korshiv and tore down the sign (the
Trident). While shouting that there is now ("teraz nima Ukrainy") [8]. It was also noted that the
session Voitov in Coloma Commissioner Piontek explained the electoral Ordinance. The session
protested against the elections in Eastern Galicia, to withdraw from Settlement forest, but the
Commissioner warned that it will eliminate, and Voight will appoint the pole [9]. The authorities of
the Second Polish Republic used in public policy all the possible ways of "appeasement” of any
manifestation of national consciousness, protection of national interests, identity and autonomy
from the non-Polish population.

Nadvirna warden in a communication dated January 26, 1925 to the Prosecutor's office of
the circuit court in Stanislav described acts that had the character of national consciousness of
the Ukrainian people. According to the police postoronca the Second Polish Republic in Lancina
to the County commandant of police court, 6 January 1925 gr. Isidore, Bobkiewicz to worship in
Church during the sermon in the Reservoir urged the young people to arms, stressing that they
are the young masters who need to prepare under "carbines" in the near future will "engage in
battle". Then the choir under the delegation of Nicholas Zabala sang "Oh Lord, God of heaven,
who made us our Ukraine" In the appeal to the Prosecutor Stanislavskogo of the district court
reported that on 8 January 1925 under the window of the headmaster Ivan Zabala gathered:
Isidore, Bobkiewicz — Greek-Catholic, Wodoslawsky with Kubaki a student of law, Lviv Ukrainian
University teacher Murawski and his wife Lancina, lvan Laishevskogo (Greek-Catholic) son, who
is "now" ("jest obecnie") in Gracki higher technical school. Nicholas Zubal said to the guests:
"how will good policy to pursue, the poles have to kill" [4, ark. 2]. It should be added that in the
document Tubal Ivan and Nikolai Zubal, described as one and the same person.

As you can see, under strict control there were activists on the grounds nettv and the
Ukrainian Greek-Catholic religion, because it represented a real threat to the Polish authorities.
More than 3 million Galician Ukrainians, mostly belonged to the Greek Catholic Church were
nationally conscious and relatively well-organized [10, p. 371].

In Kolomyia district court considered the case on the indictment of Petritsky Joseph K. and
others for distributing leaflets of the nationalist Ukrainian government in exile, which urged the
population of Western Ukraine to resist the Polish invaders during the time of the census. In
Repainted consequences of police of the Second Polish Republic, it was revealed that
widespread appeal was from the local national school. Their distribution was attended by
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teachers from Repaginate and Dalszoveg. The suspicion of propaganda, arrested Joseph
Petritsky with five other [1]. In the act of the Prosecutor to the investigative judge of the district in
Coloma stated that there is no reason to prosecute lvan Lesiv ("lwana tesiowa"), Peter Sells
("Prodana Piotra"), Nicholas Timika ("Mikotaja Tymzyka") and Stephen Podolsky ("Stefana
Podolska") [2, ark. 82]. But Joseph Petritsky and Theodore Leskovskogo ("Teodor Tyszkowski"),
the proceedings continued. The indictment against Theodore Leskovskogo presented to the
military investigating judge in the document to the commander of 23 field artillery regiment in
Bendzin of March 22, 1923 [2, ark. 137], and also in the act of the district military court in Krakow
kolomiyskogo district court of 23 March 1923. [2, ark. 139]. On the basis of these acts Theodore
tyshkivs'ka had to appear before a jury.

Joseph Petritsky (national teacher in Studnts) appealed through the district (city) court to
the Lviv regional court with the complaint to the indictment public Prosecutor's office in Coloma.
Which appealed to the high court that at the time when the Polish government had not yet
approved after Castillo "Blizzard" (1920), caroused on the "wave" changed the power and
everyone was demanding "obedience" in pursuit of people and punishing them in case of
disobedience to the Polish authorities. Now, after almost two years (1922) for "alleged
disobedience to punish did not have time" [2, ark. 127]. This "resistance" Joseph Petritsky clearly
shows that the prosecution were those who did not recognize the reign of the Second Polish
Republic on Stanislavovna. In his appeal to the Lviv regional court Joseph Petritsky claimed that
the people of Repuzhyntsi and Alexavega were not actively against the Polish government and
even if the indictment were true, then all the fault would lay in the passive behavior of people.
Additionally, the entire indictment is based on some hunches of the police, not even the court.
Similarly, without appropriate grounds, the Prosecutor argues for the participation of "ethnic"
writing of the appeal with the threats on the gate Voight Dalekovod [2, ark. 127 ZV.]. In the case
we find this same appeal, which reflects the conversion to Voight and officials with calls to end
police harassment of a whole community of people because they will suffer and will be
responsible for the estate and its life [2, ark. 23].

Indeed, on the basis of only assumptions or opinions of the police and Prosecutor without
sufficient evidence it is impossible to prosecute individuals or even to conduct a prosecution in
respect of them. But the Lviv court of appeal in its decision of April 3, 1923 to the Kolomyja
district court did not take into account the arguments of the accused in the case Petrytsky and
others. On the contrary, on the basis of the conducted judicial investigation confirmed the fact of
"public violence" and the appropriate punishment [2, ark. 140].

Public policy of the Second Polish Republic is often not consistent with the international
principle of the right of all peoples to self-determination. However, with the support of the
victorious powers in the First world war, the Polish ruling circles have disregarded international
obligations to ensure the right of Autonomous development of the territories inhabited by
nepalisite of the population. Applying the all possible methods to achieve the cherished goal — the
approval of the Polish state "from sea to sea." The construction of the system of justice the
administration of justice were the priority directions of state policy of the Second Rzeczpospolita.
The presence of the judiciary was evidence of an integral part of the autonomy and
independence of the state, on the one hand, and with another — quite "lawful" method of
pacification, of suppressing or even punitive repression of national minorities, which accounted
for one-third of the total population of the Second Polish Republic and had their creative
aspirations.

We are extremely important is the awareness of the public of important events that
enveloped the Western Ukrainian lands in the interwar Poland. The experience of other States
with a combination of unrestrained desire to live within a civilized, highly developed, democratic
and independent state is an important element in building a civil society — the key to a successful
state.
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
